Background: To protect the new construction, concrete and other 
capital investments, the District proposes to add bollards, benches, 
concrete and landscaping adjacent to the pool area at the Stanton Way 
turn-around and at crosswalks. This would prevent the weight of 
vehicles from cracking concrete walkways and increase student and 
public safety while on campus. This would be funded by General 
Obligation Bond funds.

health benefit cap from $811 to $860.
