3.   Treasurer’s Report




Karen Lynch
· Proposed 2008-2009 Budget

· Karen Lynch is in the process of gaining access to online banking information.
· SIP funds were clarified.  They are monies that remain in the school budget but can fund PTSA expenses through Debbi Holmerud.  They should not appear in the PTSA budget.  All SIP funds allocated to PTSA by School Site Council will go toward the speaker for “Windows on Your Future.”
· $200 from “Hospitality” will be moved to “Windows on Your Future.” 

· The “Reflections” allocation was discussed as there were no entries last year.  Apparently there are already two students interested in submitting entries this year.  Student Council Representatives agreed to work with teachers on incentives to generate more interest.  Dede McKinley agreed to coordinate Reflections this year provided students are interested in participating.
· Karen will make changes to the Budget Worksheet for the 2008-2009 school year for the next meeting.

5.   Principal’s Report




Debbi Holmerud

· There are 2,542 students this year (2,400 at end of last year) and 6 fewer teachers.  Classes are large, with up to as many as 36 students in some.  In years past, enrollment has been as high as 2,800.
· The initial look at Star Test scores is very promising.  The unofficial API score appears to be up 24 points with all but one group making target (and that one group went up significantly).   Debbi Holmerud said the results are very encouraging and show we’re gaining steam in the right direction.  She credits several factors:  the importance of the testing was reinforced by talking to students about it during an assembly, an incentive program that was put in place, staff is getting better at aligning curriculum to the standards, and students are required to have a Star Test score of 4 or 5 to enroll in an AP class.
· A committee of adult and student representatives from both Lincoln and St. Mary’s met to discuss the rivalry between the two schools and determine whether we should continue to play each other in sports.  The meeting was very productive and consensus was reached on promoting positive cheers, posters, behavior, etc.  Neither school will tolerate anything demeaning, destructive or defacing.  If Lincoln wins, St. Mary’s will run a Lincoln jersey up its flagpole; if St. Mary’s wins, Lincoln will run a St. Mary’s jersey up its flagpole.
· The need to teach our students how to cheer came out of this meeting.  As a result, Lincoln has added three double period rallies/assemblies (fall, winter, spring) where students will sit with their class and strive for a “spirit stick” by participating in cheers.
· The home volleyball game against Linden tomorrow night at 7:00 p.m. will be a Foundation game – all proceeds will go to a scholarship fund.  Olympian Nicole Davis will be there to greet players and fans.
· The Academic Integrity Policy is working as intended.  The first infraction (someone caught copying homework) occurred on Friday.  The student was suspended.
6.  Student Council 




Kalleann Sokbour and Jacklyn Uweh
· At its summer retreat, the Student Council decided to get involved in a big way with Red Ribbon Week this year.  Instead of the soft approach of past years, they want to use strong visuals to portray hard hitting facts/consequences/realities of smoking, drinking and using drugs.  They hope to make a big impact on students in much the same way as the “Every 15 Minutes” program.
· The first rally and luau last Friday were successful.  The luau was in place of a back-to-school dance.
· Petitions go out this week for freshmen officers.
· Student Council plans to broadcast student information via pod cast every Monday once it’s up and running.
