· Excitement is building for Friday’s game with St. Mary’s.  Debbi Holmerud is going tomorrow to work out security issues.  The visitors’ side holds 1500 people and we expect at least that many fans.  All non-St. Mary’s families will be directed to the visitors’ side.  The evening is being dubbed “Pursuing Victory with Honor.”
· The crowding of the snack bar area in the LHS stadium is being addressed.  Changes (a Disney-style queue and a one-way gate out of the area) will be completed by the next home game.
· Turnitin.com is a new online service available to LHS teachers this year.  To use the website, students submit papers electronically, enter an instructor’s code and the work is checked for plagiarism and sources being properly cited.  A report comes back directly to the teacher.  Some teachers are already using it.
· The LHS Library is open until 4:00 p.m. every day for tutoring and students needing to use computers and/or work on homework.  Students who receive 15 hours of tutoring will receive one hour of elective credit.  Teachers are actively encouraging students to take advantage of this valuable service.
