1.  Welcome and Call to Order



Linda Haack
· Meeting called to order at 6:04 p.m.
2.  Guest Speaker:  Kathleen Solari, 8th District PTA Representative

· The District PTA had originally intended to increase the award of the annual Tod Anton Scholarship this year, but due to the overall economy and current budget uncertainties, this year’s goal is to continue to fund two $500 scholarships.  Kathleen is visiting the different PTSA meetings to secure donations.  LHS has already allocated $100 for the Tod Anton Scholarship Fund for the 2008-09 school year.  The scholarship application deadline is March 13th.
· Kathleen explained that Science Camp is “on the chopping block” in budget discussions.  At a recent Lincoln Council PTA meeting, all LUSD schools voiced concern and are considering a district-wide event to raise an estimated $85,000.  The cost of Science Camp is $260 per child.  $85,000 is a little over half of what will be needed by May in order to prepay costs for the 2009-10 school year.  The idea of having businesses – and even LHS clubs – sponsor children for this invaluable experience was suggested.

· Kathleen reported most LUSD sites are financially supporting LHS Grad Nite.
· Lincoln Council PTA is recommending each chapter create a “grant writer” position on its board.  There are numerous opportunities for small grants that can make a big difference at the local level.

· An email was sent to all Treasurers reporting County Bank is in receivership and encouraged any accounts with them be moved.  The email also asked PTSA Boards to check the designation of their accounts and confirm whether they are FDIC insured.  There was some question about whether nonprofit monies in interest bearing accounts were insured.  Kathleen said she was looking into this matter and should have some answers next week.  LHS’ account is with Community Bank and there was some concern as to its current status.

· It was a difficult January.  The number of LHS students involved with illegal drugs, the “pharm” parties and now the death of a student have all caused the school administration to come to the conclusion it’s gone beyond an education/prevention problem; intervention is needed.  The students know it’s wrong.  The school has been asking, “What more can we do?” and “What should we be doing differently?”  Several projects are underway:
· A district-wide informational meeting for parents and their children (with encouragement to invite families from out of the district, too) with narcotics officers and medical professionals as speakers.
· A follow-up in the student newspaper – an interview with the Safe and Drug Free Coordinator – providing information students can use when they find themselves faced with drug-related issues.
· A 24-hour hotline that provides emergency phone numbers during off hours and a place for anonymous assistance during “manned” hours.
· A high tech, drive-it-home assembly for all students.
· Use of breathalyzers upon entrance to AND exit from dances and consider use of saliva testing.
· A second draft of a new Code of Conduct is going before the School Board on February 25th.  It is written for all student leaders, including athletes.  Debbi is looking for input on the document and will email a copy to those in attendance who were interested.
