5.   Principal’s Report

· The annual curriculum fair and information night for incoming 9th graders will be held on February 17th.  The schedule will be a bit different with the curriculum fair open in the Sierra MUR from 6:00 – 8:00 p.m. instead of just at the end of the evening so parents of students in all grades may drop in for information at any time.  The four sessions (general information for incoming 9th grade parents, English 9, Math, Athletics/Activities/Cheer) will each be offered four times that evening instead of the usual three.
· This Saturday is the SAT/ACT combo test.  It’s offered for $20 with the money going to the SAT prep fund established last year.  Once the scores are received, Kaplan University will hold a workshop to explain the scores and offer suggestions on how students may improve next time.  Students attending will be eligible to sign up for the Kaplan SAT prep course at a much-reduced rate ($599), and for every 10 students who sign up, LHS will be given 10 scholarships for the course for students in need.  Students should take the PSAT in their sophomore year and the SAT in their junior year.
· At Winter Formal, 14 students were disciplined for being under the influence (5-day suspension and 45 days of ineligibility for school activities).  Nineteen students who attended the dance, but were not eligible to do so, are currently under investigation and may be disciplined for falsifying an official school document.  Staff and Student Council are exploring ways to insure a safe environment for future dances, i.e. modifying the proof of eligibility process, mandating breathalyzer/saliva tests upon entering and leaving the dance, establishing a dress code for dances.
· Construction on the LHS Engineering and Construction Academy has been halted and spending stopped until the California Legislature takes action on the State budget.  The Governor predicts the State will run out of money in February; LUSD will run out of money in March.  Superintendent Lowder has encouraged parents to “contact our elected representatives regarding the current budget crisis and its impact on our children’s education.”  A link to their names and email addresses can be found at www.lusd.net.
