· Implementation of the Star Cards has been very successful in helping to get the message across to students that testing is important.  The same process that led to the Star Cards has been initiated to help decrease the number of Ds and Fs.  Administration is talking with all groups (staff, student council, site council, PTSA, etc.) to brainstorm creative and effective incentives to address the problem.  In looking at the data (500 students receiving a D or F), it was discovered almost 1200 students have a 3.0 or higher.  While all this is happening, LHS received a letter from Zap Zone (the laser tag place behind Costco) offering a program for our students.  Debbi Homerud met with the owners and they will provide certificates for a free laser tag game, once per quarter, for any of our students who receive a 3.0 or higher.
