A proposed operating budget was approved as presented (Motion-Haack/Second-McKinley).  Projected expenses exceed anticipated income by $330; reserves will be used to cover costs.

· Statistics are supporting the overall sentiment that the freshman class is one of the nicest and most polite groups of kids on campus.  Data for “Students Involved in Fights by Grade Level” were shared.  Freshmen are usually involved in the highest number of fights (17-25), but they were down to 4.  Overall, there was a total of 17 fights on campus year-to-date compared to 27 at this time last year.
· District Ethnicity Report information for LHS was also shared:   .5 American Indian, 12.5 Asian, 13.2 African American, 5.2 Filipino, 31.1 Hispanic, .7 Pacific Islander and 36.8 White.
· Kudos to Student Council for a great job with Red Ribbon Week.
· The rumor that the program “Every 15 Minutes” will not happen this year is TRUE.  Our students understand the dangers of driving under the influence of alcohol and, for the most part, are on board with having designated drivers.  The program costs $11,000 and takes a whole year of planning; staff felt the resources would be better spent at this time on hitting home about the dangers of using pharmaceuticals.  They will continue to look for opportunities to keep this critical message in front of students.
