Review of School Discipline Policies

For Action


The first change is the removed reference to being swept to study hall to reflect the change in practice of not sweeping. There was concern that there are varying policies to tardiness in teachers.

There are rare occurrences of a second occurrence of a level 1 offense in the academic integrity. The problem is that the 0% will automatically fail a student for the entire semester. This was not intended and wanted to reduce the offense to giving everyone half of their actual percentage. It is most likely that the student will fall the entire semester most will. However, there was disparity on how severe this punishment really is. It was emphasized that the integrity policy is not intended to be flexible. Another suggestion was that any person with a grade other than F will automatically drop down to a 59%, giving them some incentive to do well second quarter to pass the class.


A new category was suggested to add the fire extinguisher. There was concern that people are replicating fake ID’s and that a distinguished mark should be made between altered ID and fake ID.


For tardiness, it was suggested that student punishments should start over at the beginning of each semester to take away the deterrent of skipping class to avoid Saturday school. 


We also have transportation problems with students with in-school suspensions Assemblies and evening rallies were suggested to be included as “extra-curriculars”, but it is still too difficult to define “extra-curriculars”.


All of these concerns and suggestions will be discussed at the April meeting.
