Extra-Curricular Activities/Athletics Code of Conduct

Any student wishing to participate in an extracurricular activity, including but not limited to Athletics, Drama, Speech and Debate, Science Bowl, Academic Decathlon, Student Council and Link Crew, must uphold the following expectations:

I understand that as a student athlete and/or leader, I represent the community of Lincoln HS and am expected to do so with integrity, respect for others and appropriate behavior.

I understand that Lincoln High School student athletes and leaders are expected NOT to use, possess, or sell alcohol or any controlled substance at any time during the school day or while attending a school event.   

I understand that to do these things is harmful to my health, and could impact my future ability as a student, as an athlete and/or a leader.

I understand that to participate in such activity could jeopardize my athletic and leadership performance, and thus, that of my team and teammates.

I understand that if I am found to be using or possessing any alcohol or controlled substances at a school-related event that I will be suspended for five days from school and will become immediately ineligible to participate in all extracurricular activities and will not be able to practice or compete on any Lincoln HS athletics team for 30 calendar days.

I understand that if I lose my extra-curricular eligibility for any substance abuse violation I must complete six weeks of substance-abuse counseling on campus in order to regain my extra-curricular eligibility at the end of the 30 day period.  If I do not complete the counseling, I will remain ineligible until I do.

Therefore, I pledge to be free from using, possessing or selling any alcohol or controlled substance while I am a student athlete and /or leader at Lincoln High School.  I understand the consequences that will be enforced if I violate this agreement.
