Dear Parents,

In the chart below you will find good news, great news and terrible news.  The good news 
is that our school-wide scores on the STAR tests taken last April increased by 6 points; 1 
point more than our minimum target.  We are continuing to move in the right direction.  
The great news is that all but two of our subgroups far exceeded their minimum growth 
targets.  The terrible news is that the gap in achievement between our African American 
and Hispanic students and our white and Asian students grew wider.  

As a reminder, the target Academic Performance Indicator (API) score is 800, and the goal 
is for all students to achieve at equally high rates.  This data makes it abundantly clear that 
while we have made great gains in recent years, we have much yet to accomplish.

To acknowledge our students’ accomplishments we will once again be presenting STAR 
cards to our students who scored proficient OR advanced OR improved their score by at 
least one band on at least one or all of the four STAR tests.   Students can earn up to four 
stars, which may be redeemed for:

• Detention Waiver
• 1 hour early release at Saturday School
• $5.00 off the price of a bid to Winter Formal, Senior Ball or Prom
• $2.00 or 20% discount at the Student Store
• Free admission to a football or basketball game
• Classroom incentives agreed upon by teachers of each course

st
 quarter.

The key to continued improvement on these test scores is ensuring students attend school 
every day and are successful in their classes.  Students should be doing homework EV-
ERY night and attending tutoring after school if any grade slips below a C.  Teachers are 
assigning students to tutoring when this happens.  We are keenly aware that we must help 
many of our students change their mindset away from thinking of tutoring as punishment 
to thinking of it as extra help, more learning and therefore better grades.  Please help your 
student understand the difference.
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As the 2010-11 year unfolds there are numerous ways for you to be involved for the betterment of Lincoln High School 
for your student.  Please take a minute to consider these opportunities to determine where your energy and commitment 
might be best put to work.

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Seniors
Counselors plan to visit American Govern-
ment/Economic classes the first week of 
October.  Seniors will receive transcripts 
and hear information about graduation 
requirements and college applications.  To 
be “on track” for graduation, seniors should 
have a minimum of 160 credits.  If they 
have less than 160 credits, they should be 
enrolled in an additional class at Lincoln 
High.  Some seniors might also be enrolled 
in a class at Adult School. 

In mid/late November, parents of seniors 
will receive an individual letter from their 
child’s counselor that analyzes the gradu-
ation status of their student.  

Counselors have prepared three booklets 
to help seniors prepare for college.  One 
focuses on seniors who will apply to 4-year 
colleges, another booklet for seniors who 
plan to attend a community college, and a 
booklet that summarizes financial informa-
tion.  Seniors may pick up these booklets 
in the Educational Planning Center.  This 
information is also available online – go to 
www.lincolnhigh.org, go to Departments, 
and select Counseling.  

Plan for Life beyond High School!
LHS Counselors and the Educational Plan-

Juniors Who Plan to Apply to 4-year 
Colleges
Juniors should go online to www.colleg-
eboard.com and/or www.act.org and make 
plans for taking SAT and/or ACT tests in 
the spring.  Both web sites provide practice 
tests and test strategies.  All 4-year colleges 
require the SAT Reasoning Test or ACT.  

The University of California also requires 
two SAT Subject Tests (in two different 
academic areas).  Juniors should plan 
ahead so they finish college testing by the 
end of the year.  

Sophomores
This is the first year of a student’s  “College 
GPA.”  Although freshman courses count 
toward meeting the a – g requirements, a 
student’s College GPA starts sophomore  
year.  All classes preceded by a (P) begin-
ning sophomore are year are counted in a 
student’s College GPA.  It is important, 
even for strong academic students, to get 
help with classes if needed.  

Sophomore grades are very important 
when students hope to enroll in AP classes 
junior year.  Most advanced classes taken 
junior year require A and B grades from 
sophomore year.  

Freshmen
Freshman year provides a foundation for 
academic success.  Students should monitor 
grades and take advantage of after-school 
tutoring if they need help.  Developing 
solid study skills is crucial.  Creating a 
consistent homework schedule is one of the 
most  important skills freshmen develop.  
The classes a student will be able to take 
sophomore year are often influenced by the 
grades a student gets freshman year.  

Counseling Information

Child Abuse and Neglect
By one estimate, some 870,000 children are abused or neglected nationwide each year.  Roughly 1,500 a year die at the hands of their 
abusers.  And most of the victims are under age 4.  But child abuse victims can be any age, come from any ethnic background and be 
born into poverty or into wealth.  Such victims do not fit into a particular profile.

It is against the law for anyone to abuse a child—physically, sexually or emotionally—or to endanger any child by putting the young-
ster in harm’s way.  Nor it is legal to intentionally neglect a child who is in your care—to fail to adequately feed, clothe or supervise the 
child or to supply medical care. (PC §§ 270 et seq, 11164-11165.6)

Those who break these laws, depending on the circumstances, could face years in prison as a consequence.  In addition, if one parent 
fails to protect his or her child from another parent or partner who is abusive, he or she could be found criminally liable as well.

What should I do if I suspect a child is being abused or neglected?

Call your local Child Protective Services hotline (every county has one) or contact the local police.  The youngster could be at great 
risk.  And unless it can be proven that you knowingly filed a false report, you cannot be held liable if you are wrong.

Will the alleged abuser find out that I filed a report?

It depends.  You can remain anonymous unless you are a mandated reporter.

The meeting was called to order at 6:35.  Minutes from the 5/5/10 meeting were approved as corrected.  Treasurer: (Karen Lynch):  The Treasurer’s report 
was approved with a balance of $820.15.  Membership: (MaryAnn Chapman and Kristi Farrell): Membership stands at 279.
Nominations for 2010-2011 for Lincoln PTSA Board: Debbi Holmerud presented the following nominations; President: Lynne Kamaopili and Executive 
Vice President: Patti McBride. The slate was motioned and approved.
Presidents Report: (Lynne Kamaopili): Two additional chairpersons remain unfilled for the Lincoln PTSA Board. These positions include; Chairperson 
of Reflections and Secretary of Technology and Communications.  It was confirmed that Ally Nakaue would serve as Historian and Kay Rustaller would 
serve as Parliamentarian. 

Principal’s Report: (Debbi Holmerud): Lincoln High student enrollment sits at 2,660 students. The student population ended last year at 2,400+. The 
additional students have mostly come from new students to the district at the 9th grade level.  The school added 4 new sections in math the week before 
school started to accommodate the surge in incoming students.  * Test scores: EL learners’ scores rose 16-17 points; there were gains in math, flat lines 
in English, and a gain in the Hispanic subgroup. API scores will be released Sept. 8th * Back to School Night was well attended; the administration 
received good feedback on the event. The 15-minute break was a positive new addition.  There were more student hosts directing parents, which were 
helpful.  * The new marquis is scheduled to be completed during the 2010-2011 school year at a cost of approximately $50,000. This is a gift from the 
past senior classes.

Membership: (MaryAnn Chapman and Kristi Farrell): To increase membership, tables were set up at Back to School Night and for both freshman ori-
entation meetings.  Tables will be set up at 2 football games prior to homecoming.  Every person who has turned in a membership already, or who turns 
them in at the games is eligible to win box seats at the homecoming game. Also, they will be provided with food and beverages donated by the athletic 
boosters.  * At the Sept. 13th Lincoln High School staff meeting, staff members who join PTSA will be entered into a drawing to win 4 hockey tickets 
to opening night with The Stockton Thunder. * Also, student clubs will have PTSA membership envelopes to encourage participation. There will be a 
competition between the clubs-whichever club brings in the most members by October 18th will receive $100 for their club.  
Student Council: (Adjoa Hackman): Drug Information Night:  Sept 16th is the first Parent Awareness meeting at 6:30 pm in the End Zone. The subject 
will be Drug Awareness. Senior Walk: The Senior Walk is Sept. 2nd and is sold out. At this event seniors buy a square and paint it with their friends or 
Lincoln organization. The square remains “as painted” all year. The squares are painted over every year by the new senior class. The money earned from 
buying squares to paint goes to senior class for Grad Night and other activities. Other Business: Club Rush will be at lunch on 9/17/10. She confirmed 
that if students join PTSA they would be eligible for the Todd Anton Scholarship. * Freshman student council elections will be held soon. Petitions go 
out Friday, September 3rd. * Student Council is currently planning Spirit Week in October for Homecoming which is 10/22/10.  * Senior Ball has been 
cancelled this year. The Student Council is considering a senior scholarship to Disneyland with the money previously used for the Senior Ball instead.
