2007 Pfizer-Solutia Award For Excellence In ResearchN Lenz

President Lenz and Superintendent Lowder presented the 2007 Pfizer-Solutia Award For
ExcdlenceIn Research to Lincoln High School student Esseim Sharma.

Established in 1999, the STARS Program enables outstanding rising junior or senior
students who show significant promise in science to attend an area research institution
for six weeks. These students conduct research with outstanding faculty in a one-to-one
environment. Classes and research are conducted using the facilities of the Donald
Danforth Plant Science Center, Saint Louis University, Washington University, and the
host institution UM-St. Louis. The laboratory research is augmented by seminars
presented by noted scientists from the research, educational, and corporate facilities in St.
Louis. To complete the program, each student must present a scholarly paper based on
their research findings. Upon completion of the program, the students are commended
Pfizer-Solutia Research Scholars.

This year seventy-two high school juniors and seniors representing thirty-one different
high schools participated. Each student’s research paper was assigned to a research
category depending on the student's area of study. Papers were reviewed and judged

anonymously using the following criteria: (1) difficulty and complexity of the research,
(2) appropriateness of the research methodology, (3) findings, (4) quality of writing, and
(5) overall quality of the research process.

His
award certificate reads as follows: Partnerships of Universities, Solutia Award for Excellence
in Research. In recognition of outstanding research accomplishments during the Pfizer-Solutia
STARS Program, Solutia Inc. presents this certificate of achievement to Essam Sharma.

Superintendent Lowder congratulated Lincoln High senior Matt Myers, who is one of the
top fifty high school students in the United States recruited to play college-level football.
Matt will enroll in the University of Southern California in January. Dr. Lowder also
thanked Lange Luntao for the exceptional work he has already done as student trustee.

Tonight, consultant requests are
brought forward for approval in the areas of Students and Professional
Development.

Approval by the Board allows use of these consultants for the 2007-08 year
without necessitating presentation of individual consultant requests for
approval.

Academic Entertainment, Inc. will provide three assemblies, titled “Live Long
and Prosper” each lasting approximately 45 minutes at Brookside School on
October 4, 2007 under the direction of Principal Maureen Oechel and Susan
Webster, PTSA President. The term of this agreement is for the one day, October
4,2007. The consultant shall be paid $850 for all three assemblies.

Options in Education, Inc. will provide 350 minutes per day of consultation for
the 180-day regular school year and 33 extended year days, as specified in
students’ Individual Education Plans (IEP). Lincoln Unified School District will
pay $165 per day for 213 days for basic education program and transportation
costs; not to exceed $35,571. The term of this agreement is from July 1, 2007
through June 30, 2008.
