| “I HAVE A DREAM” |

Monday, January 21 will be a school holiday to
celebrate the life and freedom for which Martin Luther
King Jr. “'DREAMED” and produced for you and me.

Martin Luther King Jr., born January 15, 1929. He
became an eloquent Baptist minister who led the Civil
Rights Movement in the United States from the mid-
1950’s until his death by assassination on April 4, 1968.

His leadership was fundamental to that movement’s
success in ending the legal segregation of blacks in the
South and other portions of the United States.

Dr. King rose to national prominence through the
organization of the Southern Christian Leadership
Conference, promoting nonviolent tactics such as the
massive March on Washington in 1963. It was at this
conference at which he presented his “I Have A
Dream” speech on August 28, 1963 on the steps of the
Lincoln Memorial. There were more than 200,000 men
and women of all nationalities listening and dreaming
of a time this could be a reality.

The following year, 1964, Dr. King went to Norway and
was awarded the NOBEL PEACE PRIZE which is given
every year to the man or woman who has done the
most for peace. Other honors awarded Dr. King are:
“Time Man of the Year” in 1963; NAACP Springarn
Medal, 1957; listed in Who’s Who in America; as well as
in over 250 other citations for work in civil rights. Dr.
King also wrote several publications: Why We Can'’t
Wait, 1964; Strength to Love, 1963; The Measure of
Man, 1959; and Stride toward Freedom, 1958.

The United States Congress voted to observe a national
holiday in his honor beginning in 1986, on the third
Monday in January.

In remembering Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. lets
remember his words from that famous speech:
Q haveadream, that oneday this nation will riseup
and live out thetrue meaning of its creed: Wehold
thesetruthsto be self-evident; that all men arecreated
equal! O

HasYour Sudent Missed School?

Some parents say that their parent-teacher conference is one
of the most valuable things they attend all year. Here are five
things that will help you get ready for your conference.

1. Talk to your child. Ask her to tell you what she thinks
are her best and worst subjects - and why. Ask her if she
has any questions she'd like you to ask.

2. Write down your questions.

Ask things such as:

* Is my child in different groups for different subjects?

* Has my child missed classes?

* Does my child participate in class discussions and
activities?

* Is my child working up to her ability?

* How well does my child get along with others?

3. Think of things the teacher needs to know. You know
your child better than anyone else. Sharing some of what
you know with the teacher will make it easier to meet your
child's needs.

4. Arrive on time. Teachers usually have many conferences
scheduled during a single day. Arriving on time will allow
you to take full advantage of the time the teacher has
available.

5. Create an action plan. Ask the teacher what you can do
at home to reinforce what's happening at school. Try to get
at least on or two specific suggestion.

oIf your student has missed school, you have two school
days (48 hours) to clear all-day absences with a phone call
to the school office (953-8753) or a note sent with your
student. Our office is open from 7:30 am to 4 pm to receive
your calls.

oIf your student is arriving late to school or needs to leave
early during the day for an appointment, call the office ahead
of time or send a note with your student.

*Using a cell phone to leave messages can be unreliable. Too
often cell phone messages are garbled.
